Following Decisions were made: 

1. Formation of a network of Nepalese Anaesthetists working in the UK for communication, professional discussion and support. The group would be named as “Nepalese Anaesthetists Forum UK”.

2. To strengthen good links with Nepalese Anaesthetists in Nepal, and exchange ideas.  
3. To assist Nepalese Trainee Anaesthetists who are doing their MD in Anaesthesiology in Nepal, in their academic activities.
4. Following members were selected as co-ordinators: 
Dr K P Karn,  DrRamesh Khoju, Dr Sangeeta Sharma and Dr Shambhu Acharya. The co-ordinators would in due course contact various people in Nepal asking their views.
5. Creation of an electronic forum, through which members could communicate.
    Dr Ramesh Khoju had agreed to create an account in MSN to start with.

6. Co-ordination with Canadian Anaesthetists, who have been putting a lot of effort in post graduation training in anaesthetics in Nepal. 
Dr Shambhu Acharya had agreed to contact Dr Thomas McCaughey in Canada who had also formed an electronic forum for trainees in Nepal, as “Saraswatinepal”.

                              FORUM ACTIVITIES

1. Collection of the fund for “Dr John Sandison Research Fund”:
Dr John Sandison was a Canadian anaesthetist at Calgary University, in  close collaboration with Institute of Medicine, Tribhuvan University, had put a lot of effort in post graduation training  in anaesthetics in late 80’s and early 90’s in Nepal. In his memory a group of Nepalese anaesthetists in US and UK had taken an initiative to raise a fund. 
The group in the UK had raised US $ 1,150.00. Similar collection had been made in USA by the initiative of Dr Gaury Shankar Adhikary. The fund has been used for research and post graduation training in Anaesthetics in Nepal and managed by SAN (Society of Anaesthetist in Nepal).
2. Reception of Prof BD Jha (NAMS, Nepal) by forum members: 
In November 2005 Prof BD Jha (National Academy of Medical Sciences, Nepal) had visited the UK to participate in a meeting, organised by The Royal College of Anaesthetists, in London.
In his short stay in the UK Prof Jha had kindly agreed to meet forum members. He had visited Burnley, Liverpool, Newcastle upon Tyne and Edinburgh. During his meeting with forum members Dr Jha appreciated the help, given by members in postgraduate education (MD programme) in anaesthesia in Nepal. Prof Jha also briefed about the forthcoming South Asian Confederation of Anaesthesiologists, which will be held in Feb 2007 in Nepal.     
3. Educational Materials to Nepal:

Forum has been regularly sending educational materials to PG trainees and trainers in Nepal: CD –Rom, Journals etc. In Dec 2005 Dr Lalit Hamal has kindly taken a responsibility to provide educational materials, collected by forum members.
4. Electronic Forum:
Following Lancaster Meeting the group has been communicating via electronic forum. It has expanded its numbers up to 15 members, including anaesthetic trainees in Nepal. The forum can be accessed, exclusively by its members. Although it is still in early stage, this electronic plate form has been working well.
